Mentor Program Evaluation 2007

As in years past, Talmadge teachers, parents, mentees, and mentors were surveyed to assess their experiences with the mentor program. Respondents were asked to rate agreement with a series of statements regarding mentoring with responses ranging from 1 = strongly disagree to 5 strongly agree; higher scores indicate higher levels of agreement. A summary highlighting the results is presented below. 

Parents of Mentees
Responses for 12 parents of the 13 Talmadge mentees were collected on May 31st. Parents were asked to rate their agreement with the following questions:

1. You were well informed about the goals of the program.


2. You saw an academic improvement in your child.

3. You saw a social improvement in your child.

4 Your child’s attitude towards school improved (i.e. more enthusiasm, more attention to homework)

5. You saw improvements in your child’s motivation.

6. The mentor had a positive impact on your child. 

7. You saw improvements in your child’s self esteem.

8. The mentor has kept in contact with you about your child’s progress.

9. Communication with the mentor was convenient.

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Additionally, 100% of the parents reported that they would include their child in this program again, and 100% would also recommend this program to other parents. 

Finally, when asked for suggestions to improve the program in the future, parents provided the following responses:

3. Is this program available (or similar) in high school?

4. Great program! It has really helped my son’s total outlook on his homework and his attitude.

5. Try to have some mentors work with the students for more than one year.

7. I believe that you have an excellent balance of parents, teachers, and student involvement. I see huge differences in my aspects of my teen daughter; all for the better and broadening her perspectives. Thank you for all you do!
