Mentor Program Evaluation 2007

As in years past, Talmadge teachers, parents, mentees, and mentors were surveyed to assess their experiences with the mentor program. Respondents were asked to rate agreement with a series of statements regarding mentoring with responses ranging from 1 = strongly disagree to 5 strongly agree; higher scores indicate higher levels of agreement. A summary highlighting the results is presented below. 

Mentees/Talmadge Students
Responses for 12 of the 13 Talmadge students (i.e., mentees) participating in the program through June were collected on May 31. Mentees were asked to rate their agreement with the following questions: 

1) You were able to talk to your mentor.  

2) You learned skills (Organization, homework etc) that you will be able to use in the upcoming school years.

3) You have met the goals that you and your mentor set.

4) You have made progress towards the goals that you and your mentor set.

5) Your mentor has helped you improve your grades.

6) Your mentor helped you get along with other kids.

7) Your mentor helped you feel more confident talking with your teachers.

8) You liked your mentor. 
Mentee responses appear below:
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Additionally 92% of mentees indicated that they would like to have a mentor again (8% said maybe, but only if with same mentor) and 100% of the mentees said that they would encourage their friends to participate in the mentoring program. 

Finally, Mentees provided responses to 4 open ended questions which appear below:
