	Below is a list of selected Oregon women’s history sources available at the Oregon State Archives.  This is in no way a comprehensive listing of all women’s history sources in the holdings of the Oregon State Archive.  I will continue to add additional sources and record descriptions as this is an ongoing project.  In this first edition of my project I have chosen to focus on identifying women’s history sources held by the Oregon State Archives. These sources relate to women’s history in Oregon but are not easily identified as relating to women’s history.  Many are located within a larger series of records which are not specifically related to women’s history.  
	The purpose of this source list is to provide a single resource that researchers can access, which provides some women’s history sources held by the Oregon State Archives.  I have tried to include all of the information that a researcher would need in order to access these records but in some cases I was not able to include the location of the records.  This information will be added in the future as I continue to expand on this list of women’s history sources.  
	This list of sources does include sufficient information for Reference Archivists at the Oregon State Archives to locate these records series.  However, in many cases, researchers will still need to consult an index in order to identify a specific record within the record series/types listed below. Oregon County Government Records

	There are many Oregon County government records relating to women. I have chosen to list three primary types of records in the primary phase of this project:  Marriage, Married Women’s Property, and pension and relief records.  Marriage records are an important source when doing women’s history research as women that were married usually took the surname of their husband.  Knowing the maiden name of an individual woman can provide an avenue to records of her life prior to marriage.  Marriage records also include information on the couple’s religious orientation and occasionally parents or close relatives are listed as witnesses to the marriage.  
	The Married Women’s Property Registers document property held by women independent and separate of that held by their husbands.  Prior to the passage of the Woman’s Separate Property Law in 1866, married women in Oregon did not have direct ownership of property.  Their property was either considered to be their husbands or was held by their husband on their behalf.  The passage of this law was a way to protect women’s rights to property.
	Oregon county Pension and Relief records document financial assistance provided for widows, mothers, dependent children, orphans, the elderly, and indigents.  This served as a very basic social safety net primarily for women and children whom were unable to support themselves due to the loss of the male head of household.  Women that were widowed and were not left any financial support, many times relied on this financial assistance to survive.  
	 My selection of these records is due to their ease of access, the information they provide, and that they all deal with some aspect of women’s history in Oregon.  The Oregon State Archives also has county Divorce case files, Delayed Birth records, county court case files, County Fair records, Death records, Coroner and Inquest Records, Election Poll Books and many other county level records that deal with women’s history as well.  These record types and others will be added as I continue to expand this project.  Due to time constraints I was not able to provide the location of each of the record types below but with the information provided, a Reference Archivist at the Oregon State Archives can easily locate these records for researchers.
