Old Business

a. Staff Senate Gift:  Currently, Staff Senate is deciding between two gifts: donating to the “MIcycles” project, or doing a fiction drive for Hamersly Library.  Marshall updated the senators on the bike rack project. The main cost for the project is manufacturing of the bike rack, as the university would install it. Racks can be shaped differently depending on the type of business that sponsors it, and they can be in color.  For example, there could be a WOU shaped bike rack on campus. Location ideas are in front of Werner or in front of the New Health and Wellness Center. The fiction drive project would involve collecting fiction books for the library. One challenge would be that the library prefers hardcover books. This request may make it more difficult to get donations. After some discussion, the Senators agreed that they like the MIcycles idea best for the Staff Senate gift, although it couldn’t be officially voted on until more senators are present. Location preference was in front of the HAWC, and possibly a “WOU” shaped bike rack.  There would be some sort of plaque on the bike rack indicating it was donated by Staff Senate. The donation would be approximately $300.   With a “WOU” shaped bike rack,  Marshall indicated that would probably cover the cost of one letter. More discussion at next business meeting.
b. Election update: Sarah McConnel will be in charge of Elections this year. Lisa has requested a list of all eligible staff from LouAnn in HR, and will send out an email requesting nominations once she gets that list. The goal is for voting to occur in early to mid May, so the new Senators can come to our June business meeting.
