4. Staff President – Announcements
a. President Minahan has reported that applicants are up:

+ 3.9% resident 

+ 31.21% non-resident

+ 100 % international

+62.69% denied applications

+13.61% first time freshmen

+33% minority applications

+32% minority admits



President Minahan has been spending a lot of time at the capitol and building community relations.  The Health budget (including nursing) came through intact.  Supposed to start Fall 2008.  Early bird transfer is May 19th.


5. Old Business

a. Student communication proposal – Proposal given to Faculty Senate.  They receive proposals at one meeting and vote as next.  They are pleased we addressed this issue.  This will be taken to the WOU Infrastructure stakeholder’s summit as well.  ASWOU cabinet will also be discussing this. 
b. Elections – ballots are ready to go for areas.  They will go out late Monday or early Tuesday.  Hoping to conclude by June 1st.  Discussion/clarification:  extra sheet of paper will be used with the label for security issues; will not use a secure mailbox because there has been no evidence of tampering.  

6. New Business
a. Safe Zone – Letter from Safe Zone Committee that explains what objectives are.  Will give out placard only if actually trained in referral services.  They meet each Friday in room HL305 at 3pm.  They are going to set up some training – need to establish what type of training each individual will need.  Bumper stickers are currently out but will hopefully have more made.  Working on “Safe Zone Ally” motion has been made for Support Safe Zone project at WOU to affirm university commitment to a safe and supportive campus.
b. June Meeting – will have current and new senators attending.  Moving meeting to WUC.  Will accept motion to allocate $75 out of foundation account to refreshments.  Angie will request Willamette.  Plan to have discussion to fund back up to $500 in budget.
c. Student Tech Fee- discussion about student tech fee in regards to exafficio members?.  Student Tech Fee committee is a self governing and has not been brought up.  This is a not a new idea.  This is recommendation vs.  requirement.  Hard enough to get 8 students to meet at same time then toss in extras.  Almost impossible to get faculty together with few days notice.  This recommendation has been approved but not accepted by student tech yet, not brought up yet.  Student tech fee pays for the wuc laptops, approved Smart classrooms (5 will become this next summer, 1 over winter break, 36 total current + 6 more)  make smart rooms and need to revamp 10ish.  Most are on 3 year computer replacement so technology is up to date.  $77 per term per student.  $37,000 typical smart classroom x 2 for larger rooms ie. ED217, Rice.  OSU = $100 so we are slightly above the middle of the pack.  Mini macs run both windows and Intel.  
7. Committees:  

1)  New staff Welcome / Meet your Senate Night – about 15 new since beginning.  Maybe look at only doing 1 x per year.  Do newsletter maybe each term about new WOU members sharing info.  Motion to change to once per year and putting the New staff welcome and the Meet your Senate Night together.  What if we do them separate and have Meet during new student week?  2 meetings before so possible to do this.  Motion to move to have once per year passes unanimous.
2)  Staff Development – Jay Carey with Preventing Violence in Workplace and Safe Night.  Website is updated and linking to computer training.  Career development was cancelled.  Anger management does not have enough participants as of yet.  Raised some questions about “does this label me? “  No, it’s for anyone in general.  PERS retirement year or less on the 24th and June 7th.  Communication Skills and Budgeting will be coming in.  This can link to the staff senate website.  
3)  Newsletter – technical difficulties with newsletter will get one out before end of year.  Apologize for delay.
