5. Staff President – Announcements
a. Student communications proposal went to faculty senate and received a slight change.  Will meet with president one more time to request the staff senate funding be brought back up to a beginning balance of $500 and to pass on the proposal.  


6. Old Business

a. Student communication proposal – Section 4 was removed (forwarding of e-mail services to a preferred e-mail address) because it is not functional right now.  In place of this is an “e-mail digest” where all students@wou.edu go into one place for the subscriber to sort out and read what they want.  Section 6 is added by the faculty senate – a member that came from another university suggested this, they used a web CT type and found it to be much more functional.  We have already passed the proposal, now we can repeal old passed and accept this newer version from the faculty senate.  Questions:  who will be in charge of education on this?  This is the president’s decision.  Is the Web CT part of portal?  Possibly, don’t know enough about portal to know.  Motion to accept revised proposal as accepted by faculty senate vs. previous proposal; second.  Questions:  who will actually explore ways to develop this?  Members for this committee maybe.  Not sure but will include in memo as suggestions.  Is ‘in the memo’ and appropriate place to express concern of the number of ways of communication?  I.e.:  changing from portal to web CT?  The portal is a way to link to where you would wan to go.  You can still use a link, but will be included in the memo as well.  Passed unanimous.  This is the first time staff senate has presented a proposal in conjunction with faculty senate.
b. Review goals for year – 
*Send Staff Senate agenda to all faculty and staff prior to meeting for feedback and information ~ happened more consistently
*Implement a New Staff Welcome two times per year ~ changed to one time per year
*Create staff development committee to recommend training topics ~ happened and worked very well
*Develop Staff Senate Newsletter ~ 2 times this year, good feedback from campus
*Hold a Meet Your Senate Night each year to introduce new Senate members ~ decided to keep separate from New Staff Welcome and maybe hold during New Student Week.
