Presentations

a. Judy Vanderburg: Diversity Benchmark Survey:  With the new requirements for accreditation, WOU has named diversity as a goal and KPI (Key Performance Indicator).  We need to establish a method to show how we are accomplishing the goal of increasing diversity. Luis Rosa is heading up the Diversity Committee, and that committee is creating a Diversity Plan. We need benchmark data for the KPI’s, so a survey from “Student Voice” is being modified to collect this data. The survey is currently going through the IRB (Institutional Review Board) process. The survey should go out sometime in late January or February.
b. Melissa Carlin: Annual Giving: The office of Annual Giving is working to raise scholarship dollars for students.  Their goal is to create a culture of philanthropy on our campus for both faculty/staff and alumni.  She encourages faculty/staff to give back to WOU. Payroll deductions are available.

Old Business
a. University Advisory Council update: Next campus wide meeting to discuss final revisions of the core themes and KPI’s is January 20th from 3:30-5pm in the Columbia Room.  Another meeting will be held February 17th, also from 3:30-5pm in the Columbia Room to discuss the final draft of our Year One report. Everyone is encouraged to attend.  Sarah pointed out that both meetings overlap Staff Senate meetings, as well as New Staff Welcome on January 20.  Marshall advised that if we do hold a staff senate meeting it should be done by 3:30 so everyone can go to the campus meeting.  Sarah suggested we swap meeting schedule in February and have the presentation meeting the first Thursday and the business meeting the 3rd Thursday.  Everyone agreed. Marshall suggested we hold New Staff Welcome from 2-2:45pm on January 20th, so our meeting that day can end by 3:30pm. All senators agreed.  For the January presentation, Lisa suggested a Q&A session similar to the December meeting. Sarah suggested International Student Programs. If you have ideas, please let Lisa know.
