4. Guest speaker David McDonald, Associate Provost. He shared portions of the Oregon University System 2008 Performance Report pertaining to WOU. The report was presented to the Oregon State Board of Higher Education in May and is available at www.ous.edu/performance.html. He said, “As a campus we look really, really good” and credited faculty and staff for their outstanding ongoing contributions to WOU’s performance. “Aside from philanthropy (gifts), all of our indicators are trending up,” he said, and that area continues to improve. Some highlights in the report include: 
-    Fall 2007 enrollment was 5,037, an institutional record. He estimated fall 2008 will be 5,200.
· Freshman retention is exceeding targets. 
· Dual enrollment is set up with Clatsop and Chemeketa community colleges, making transfers easier. Plans are to add Linn-Benton and Portland community colleges.
· New nursing degree: Some students will be dual-enrolled at WOU and OHSU and will count in headcount depending upon their registration status each term. The will have all WOU student privileges while enrolled in the program, although OHSU will handle their financial aid.

· Targets in the report were generated by WOU, not OUS.
· International student numbers were not requested for the report.

· Fall 2008 housing will approach WOU’s capacity for freshmen. Other students are now on a waiting list. A new dorm is expected to be available as early as fall 2009. The recreation center is expected to be ready in 2011.
