	Linda introduced Katrina, who represents the Office of International Students and Scholars Affairs.  Recently they have had the problem that international students completing their masters degrees have completed their programs and have had immigration issues with not carrying a fulltime course load while completing their thesis, project, or comps, etc.  The reduced enrollment policy would consider a minimum of three credits as courseload to allow completion of graduation requirements and satisfy immigration requirements.  This policy borrowed heavily from OSU’s International Office when they were in the same situation.  Their term maximum for this status is 4 terms.  Motion David, second Julia to approve this policy and to allow details to be worked out by the Graduate Office and ISSA, with a Winter 2009 start term, with Provost review and approval.
