Honors Program Thesis:
Recommended Schedule & Checklist
The following steps are intended as guidelines for Honors students and their thesis advisors.  Individual theses or projects will obviously progress differently, according to the subject, student and faculty workload, sabbaticals, study or teaching abroad experiences, etc.  

Because all theses vary according to the students’ academic majors and ideas, no blanket generalizations apply.  Past theses have ranged from 15 to 200 pages, with most falling in the 30-40 page range.  Some have been original creative or scholarly works; others expanded upon work originally undertaken in academic courses.  
Any Honors student must receive at least a grade of B to fulfill the Honors graduation requirements.  In the unlikely event that a student and his or her advisor feel they can no longer work together, or that a grade below B is likely, one or both should contact the Honors director.
