The WOU Patents Club has
been working hard to solicit
memberships to support the
wide vatiety of programs,
scholarships and events that
we Sponsor.

With the downturn in the
economy, people are
necessarily cutting back on
expenses, which means our
membership numbers are
significantly down from last
year. Now is more
important than ever to help
support Parents Club.

1. Inadown economy,
our students need the
financial support they
can get from
scholarships.

2. With the budget crunch
in the state and federal
government, there may
be less money allocated
to grants and loans.

3. Your dollars don’t have
an administrative fee
attached - they go right
to the Parents Club.

Here are some of the
implications for the Parents
Club for 2009-2010 due to

lower fundraising,
memberships and donations:

e  We are only offering
four $1000 scholarships
instead of the eight we
offered in 2008-2009
and the ten we offered
the year before that.

o  We will not be
providing for a
breakfast during the
Homecoming and
Family Weekend
Program.

e  Stop emergency funds
to students in need until
our finances get back in
order.

®  Pre-order shirts we
don’t have in stock to
make sure we have
everything available for
purchase.

For specific financial
information, we have a total
of $7,054.77 in ending net
assets at this point in the
fiscal year. Our fundraising
has raised revenue of only
$8,750.60 versus $18,976.80
at this same point in time
during 2008-2009. Our
expenses have dropped
dramatically as well in order

to try to maintain a positive
net balance.

We are going to be working
with the WOU Foundation
to discuss and plan more in
advance for parents’
assistance with fundraising
calls and our annual
membership drive. Parents
and family members that
volunteer help keep our
costs down instead of paying
for student labor to make
those calls for us. Look for
information about this on
our website or in our fall
term newsletter!

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WOU has a new program for our
students - the International
Ambassadors and Mentors (I-
AM) program. This program has
18 WOU students traveling to
China as official WOU
ambassadors. They travel in
groups of 6 with one advisor and
each group will hit one specific
city and region in China. The
cities selected are Shenyang,
Nanning and Nanjing.

Once there, the students will be
meeting prospective students,
engaging in dialogue, touring
local landmarks and presenting a
positive face of WOU. The idea
is to encourage international
students to apply to come to
Western.

Once the international students
arrive at WOU in the fall, our 18
domestic students will pair up
and assist them with the

transition into USA life. Our
students then begin the mentoring
piece of their commitment, which
will build relationships that last.
Our students will be working on
everything from grocery
shopping to transportation to
cultural differences. They will
assist with language proficiency
and do whatever is possible to
help our students connect to
campus, attend WOU events and
succeed academically.

In return for the work, the I-AM
students will have their trip paid
for as long as they maintain those
relationships through fall and
winter terms. The payoff is that
if our international students
remain at WOU, it helps increase
the diversity of campus life,
increases the revenue for the
campus and engages our
domestic students in a vital
partnership.
