
University Housing and Campus Dining
The University Housing and Campus Dining program provides a variety of room and board options, as well as living and learning 
opportunities that enhance the academic experience gained in the classroom. Research indicates that students who live on campus 
generally have higher grade point averages and graduate with greater frequency.

The residential community
Because of the educational value of on-
campus living, all single freshmen without 
dependents and who enter WOU within one 
year of high school graduation are required 
to spend their fi rst year in university-operated 
housing. Many returning and transferring 
students also choose to live on campus for 
convenience, available services and varied 
activities.

WOU off ers a variety of accommodations 
for on-campus living. All rooms, suites and 
apartments are set up for occupants of the 
same gender. Availability of specifi c options 
is subject to demand and facility designa-
tion.

As a courtesy to all students, staff  and 
visitors, all residence halls are non-smoking 
com mu ni ties. There are designated smoking 
areas in outdoor locations throughout the 
residential community.

Residence halls
All rooms are carpeted and have window 
coverings. In addition, each room is 
furnished with the following:

• Desk
• Chair
• Wardrobe/closet
• Storage drawers
• Extra-long single bed (36” x 80”)
• Bookshelf or shelves
•  Garbage can/recycle bin

Each room is wired for telephone service, 
caller ID and voice mail; students must bring 
their own touch tone phone. Rooms are also 
wired for computer hookups and cable TV.

Living-learning communities
Living-learning communities are desig-
nated communities within Ackerman Hall 
that function around a specifi c theme or 
academic interest. The purpose for off ering 
living-learning communities is to provide 
students with the option to live with others 
that share a similar interest or goal with 
respect to their academic and/or residential 
experience. 

The specifi c living-learning communities 
off ered for the coming academic year  will be 
located in Ackerman Hall. The community 
choices are listed on the last page of this 
document.  If you are interested in a living-
learning experience, please check the box 
off ered under preferences and fi ll out the 
Live Learn community options section on 
the last page of this document.

Choosing a residence hall
The enclosed application requests that you 
select your ac com mo da tion preferences. For 
descriptions and room tours of each of the 
residence halls, please visit the University 
Housing Web site at www.wou.edu/student/
residences.

Choosing a roommate
You may indicate a preferred roommate 
by listing that person’s name and SSN or 
student ID number on the application. The 
person you request must also request you to 
validate the roommate selection. If you don’t 
have a preferred roommate, your roommate 
will be assigned to you. Your preferred room-
mate must be of the same sex, and you must 
both choose the same building preference.

Contracts
Housing is granted on the basis of an 
agreement between Western Oregon 
University and the student. By signing, you 
agree to spend the entire academic year (or 
remainder thereof ) in university housing. 
Term contracts are available to returning 
and transfer students, for fall and winter 
terms. Contractual terms and conditions of 
occupancy are based on consideration for 
other residents, health and safety standards, 
and compliance with established laws and 
WOU’s Code of Student Responsibility.

Canceling the contract
If you choose or are asked to leave the 
residence halls, and continue to attend classes 
at WOU, your account will be charged a $7 
a day cancellation fee for the remainder 
of the academic year for breaking your 
contractual agreement with the university. 
If you withdraw from WOU during the 
academic year you will be released from your 
contractual obligations.

Requests and assignments
Requests for specifi c accommodation 
(including living-learning communities) and/
or specifi c room mate, must be noted on 
the ap pli ca tion. Once University Housing 
receives your application, we will send 
you a letter of confi rmation. While every 
eff ort is made to honor specifi c hall type 
and room mate requests, ap pli ca tions are 
pro cessed by date of ap pli ca tion; thus, we 
may be unable to meet specifi c requests.

Application procedures
You must apply for admission to the university before you apply for housing. Space will not be 
guar an teed unless you have com plet ed the formal reg is tra tion process. 

Com plete and mail the enclosed housing application with a $40 non-re fund able ap -
pli ca tion fee to the Offi  ce of University Housing. 

Please make checks payable to Western Oregon University. We will accept your housing 
application beginning October 1 for the following academic year and your priority date 
will be the date your housing application and fee are received in our offi  ce. We en cour age 
you to apply early. Any applications received prior to October 1 will be dated October 1.

Cancellations
Cancellation of housing res er va tions should 
be submitted in writing to University 
Housing. If you have not checked into 
campus housing by the end of the fi rst 
day of classes or have not made prior 
ar range ments with the Offi  ce of University 
Housing for a later arrival, your res er va tion 
may be canceled.

Campus Dining
Meal plans
The residence hall meal plan is a debit 
account that allows you to purchase any 
amount of food anywhere on campus and 
at any time during the day. At the beginning 
of each term, resident students receive a 
food dollar balance. If you run out of food 
dollars before the end of the term, you 
can make deposits of $20 or more. Food 
dollars remaining at the end of the term are 
transferred to the following term but they 
are never refunded in cash. Balances left at 
the end of spring term or when a student 
leaves the residence halls are not refunded.

Dining locations
Valsetz Food Court is centrally located to the 
residence halls and is the main location for 
meals. Wholesale pricing in Valsetz is off ered 
only for the residence hall and apartment 
meal plans. Residents on meal plans receive 
the wholesale price because they pay for the 
food service overhead expenses with their 
room fee. Other customers pay the full retail 
price for food.

These meal plans are also accepted at the 
restaurants in the Werner University Center, 
centrally located on campus. Restaurants 
here include the Wolf Express, Wolf Grill, the 
Western Deli and Caff è Allegro. Purchases 
in these restaurants are full retail price, 
because the food service overhead payment 
does not cover their overhead expenses.

Meal plan choices
When you live in a residence hall, your meal 
plan is provided as a part of your room and 
board package. With the exception of the 
apartment meal plan, the expense for the 
food service overhead is included in the 
room and board fee. You select a meal plan 
with the amount of food dollars to meet 
your eating patterns. 

The total expense for these meal plans 
include the food service overhead and the 
selected meal plan. Students living in apart-
ments are not required to have a meal plan, 
but may opt for the apartment meal plan. All 
other on-campus living 
options are required to have a residence 
hall meal plan. The fi ve plans listed show 
the diff erent food dollar amounts given to a 
student each term. 

Apartment meal plan
For residents of Arbor Park and Alder View, 
the apartment meal plan off ers alternate 
on campus dining choices. Because the 
overhead for this plan is not built into the 
room and board for these facilities, the cost 
for the apartment meal plan breaks down as 
follows: total cost (in addition to your room 
rate) is $654 per term – $454 of this plan is 
used for overhead expenses; the remaining 
$200 is available to spend on food.

Plan #1 $225/term
Plan #2 $350/term *
Plan #3 $450/term 
Plan #4 $550/term 
Plan #5 $120/term 

* Meal plan #2 is the most popular plan;  
40 percent of the residents select this 
plan for winter and spring terms. When 
in doubt in choosing between two meal 
plans, the smaller dollar amount is always 
recommended. Meal plan additions can 
always be made, but leftover food dollars at 
the end of spring term are not refundable.

Meal plan changes
• You may only change your meal plan 

between terms.
• All meal plan change requests must be 

made in writing before the following 
term begins.

Balances roll from term to term with • 
the exception of spring term. 
Unused balances at the end of 
spring term are not refundable.

• A meal plan must be purchased 
 every term.
