Safe Zone Training
“PG”
This exercise uses the accompanying DVD clip, “PG”.  Introduce this five-minute excerpt from a Women’s Educational Media film, “It’s Elementary.”  It shows mainstream movies in which viewers get negative perceptions about GLBTQ people.  In addition, it also gives statements from elementary school children about the video.  Note that the clips in the video are all rated “PG” and are accessible to children under the age of 10.  The actors and such are well-known and often are role models for youth at the time.  
Facilitation Questions
· What are your reactions to the clips of the movies?  What are your feelings towards this media?

· How do these clips affect heterosexual students?  GLBTQ students?
· Are these messages pervasive?  Is it an issue for our WOU student population or to society?  Why?

· In what ways did the video foster stereotypical images of GLBTQ individuals?

· What are your thoughts about the children’s reactions and comments to the images in the films?

· Are there other, more recent movies or television shows that manifest and continue these stereotypes?  “I Now Pronounce You Chuck and Larry?"

Facilitator Observations
· Imagine seeing these images if you were GLBTQ and having the reinforcement that you are wrong for what you are feeling and who you are.  These messages are pervasive in our society and it is a constant struggle anywhere for our GLBTQ students to have a positive self-image.  When GLBTQ students or people hear, “That’s so gay,” or other derogatory remarks in classrooms or residence halls, what kind of feelings or images do you think they experience?
