I. Meeting called to order at 11:05am

II. Today’s agenda and the minutes from October 29, 2009 were approved 6 -0-0
III. Reports
a. Jon Tucker
i. The Oregon Room Chandeliers were not done by April 1st. The ballasts have been ordered and the repairs will be completed this summer when the room is not occupied.
ii. The non-trad leak will be done after Commencement. This has been a continuing leak for a long time. The repairs extend from Service Learning to Café Allegro. The cost will be around $30,000.00. The monies will come out of the building reserve so it will need to be replenished in the next couple of years.
iii. Most of the carpet in the building is 10 – 11 years old. Jon is working with a state contractor to replace a lot of the carpet in the next 3 years. Most of the blinds in the conference rooms are missing slats or are broken. New blinds will be coming soon. They will block 97% of light and be automatic. Only the Columbia Room is being done this year.
iv. The Physical Plant is replacing ballasts throughout the building with energy efficient lighting. The computer lab has been done so far. Service Learning is next. They will pay for themselves in 2 – 3 years.
b. Karen/Julie
i. All the paper products have been switched out to compostable materials. The wax Pepsi cups have not been done yet. They are working on compostable can liners. There is no plan in place yet for trashing the composted products. Jon and Karen need to work on creating the bins for sorting, etc.
ii. It is not cost efficient to keep the grill and deli open in the summer. Valsetz will be open and serving ala carte and price per meal. The Express and Café Allegro will stay open.
c. Mark
i. Book buy back opens today and stays open until the end of the term. 
· Summer book sales start next week. 
· The bookstore will be closed on June 18th. 
· On July 5th summer hours begin: 8:30am – 5:00pm, Monday – Friday and closed on Saturday except SOAR’s.
· They will be upgrading hardware during the summer
IV. Old Business
a. Remodel and Expansion
i. Jon and the committee have been meeting with the architect to discuss what the University Center looks like now, what it will look like in 5, 10, 15 and 20 years and being purposeful in the remodel project. The overall goal is to increase traffic.
ii. After the remodel
· MSU and MSSP will be back in the University Center
· The HVAC heating and air conditioning problems will be fixed
· The Information Desk will be moved to a more central location
· The summit will be more attractive for day and evening use
iii. This could be the 1st phase of a larger project
· President Minahan is looking at doing a large project
· Possibly an MSU expansion
· The second phase could be 3.2 million in the next biennium
iv. All the hoops have been jumped through to get this project started. We are waiting on President Minahan to sign off on the project. The project is slated to begin shortly after the Health Center opens. Information on this project will be forwarded to this committee by Jon as soon as he knows more.
V. New Business
a. Jon should have a remodel estimate this week on a PS3 and Xbox 21st century game room. It will be in the Den, have 4 to 5 networked stations, and pay for itself in 2 years.
