There is enough members right now to be a quorum even though we are short 3 members. The meetings are open to everyone. A. The Den Food Service

The Den is not making a profit so it is not open right now. In the past it was open late night on a daily basis with a limited menu; espresso, smoothies and nachos. There were different programs running during that time. IE: movies on Sundays. Since people attending the events were not buying food it was too expensive to keep The Den open. During the movies free popcorn was available. A security gate was installed to petition off The Den and Computer Lab from the rest of the building. The hope was this would increase sales of food but Valsetz being open until 11pm may be the difference. Mykala advocates The Den be open Friday, Saturday and Sunday. Some possible changes: more Mexican food on the menu, a $1.00 menu, somehow appeal to off campus students, maybe a break night, keep smoothies and add fresh juices. Advertise more, maybe put an advertisement over fob holes so students will need to remove advertising before they can get in their rooms and send individual invitations to students through campus mail. Maybe advertise over the PA system. A punch card that offers free wireless in The Den when the card is full is a possibility. Also maybe offer a free term of wireless. The card should be a minimum purchase per punch. The bookstore does a “frequent buyer” art card. Maybe we can do something like that.
