	To add an image

	To add an image you must first make the image small enough to fit into the post box. My suggestion is to use one of the many FREE online image editors by doing an Internet search for "online image resizer". Click here to do that now. 

Once you image has been resized, you'll need to save the image somewhere that can bee seen by the Internet. Wouldn't you know it, WOU offers everyone a public_html folder that does this very thing. If you have never used your public_html folders now would be a good time to learn. The quick low down is this: 

1. Log into any WOU computer or Thin Client|Windows Logon. 

2. Click My Computer. 

3. Look for the P:/ Drive (a.k.a. public_html) and click it. 

4. Make a folder and call it images 

5. Copy your new image into the folder. 

6. Check to make sure you can see the image by opening Internet Explorer or Mozilla Firefox and go to the following web address: 
http://www.wou.edu/~your_login_name_goes_here/images/the_name_of_your_image 

7. You should be able to see your picture in the browser. 

8. The address you see in the browser is the WWW address of the picture. 

If your picture shows up way too big you can force the image to be a certain size by adding modifiers to your IMG tag. The modifiers are height= and width= and are measured in pixels. If you use modifiers you may need to play with the numbers so that your image doesn't look distorted
