Describe psychedelia in music.  What were its influences?  Whose music can be said to be “psychedelic”?  What are the musical qualities of psychedelic music?

Describe the bands and the music of San Francisco’s counterculture movement.  What is counterculture?  What were its ideas and ideals in the ‘60s?

Describe the role of the electric guitar in the 1960s and ‘70s.  Who were its significant performers?  How did their styles differ?  What role did it have in changing music?

What is art rock?  Why might this concept conflict with early ideas of rock ‘n’ roll?

What was behind the increasing conservatism in music of the 1970s?  What were the musical trends of 1970s mainstream (insider) music?

Describe the development of the concept of the album from early rock ‘n’ roll through 1970s rock.

How is progressive country different from country?

Describe the development of raggae.

What is meant by insider and outsider music?  How does this create a complex dynamic?  What makes something inside or outside the mainstream?  Give examples.

How did punk and new wave react to mainstream music?  What was it about?  How are these two genres different?  Where did they come from?  What are their songs and who are the performers?

What is disco?  What’s it all about?  What are its musical elements?  Where did it go?

Funk music?  Who? What is it? 

What are the hallmarks of 80’s music?

Discuss the meaning and misunderstandings of Bruce Springsteen’s “Born in the USA.”

What is “soul music”?  When did it develop?  Who are the important early innovators?  How do they differ?  What were their songs?

What is urban folk?  How did it become folk rock?

Trace the development of Bob Dylan’s song-writing in terms of his use of lyrics. 

Last exam we looked at how the blues developed into rock ‘n’ roll by focusing on song forms and how they did (or did not) incorporate the blues into their forms.  This section has mainly focused on rock ‘n’ roll maturing into rock and the subsequent divergence of styles.  Therefore, to prepare for this exam, you should diagram the various genres: What were their influences?  Did they come from within the mainstream or outside?  Where?  What was their sound?  How did they relate to other genres - past, present and future?  Study not only what they are, who performed them, and what songs; but also study the complex relationships from genre to genre.
