Introductory Activity:

This introductory activity is focused on using descriptive sensory words.  As a class we would describe a certain object for example a lemon squeezer.  We would describe the texture, the material, the color, and the shape of the squeezer, using whole sentences.   Then as individuals I would hand out paper bags to students with a mystery object inside the bag.  Students would have to touch and feel the object and write with detailed sentences about everything they feel, without peeking inside the bag.  They will also have to make an educated guess as to what is in the bag and what it is used for.  This fun assignment will help students practice how to write details about a certain object, which will help them with the main assignment.  
Instruction (Main Assignment)

Have students see what is in the bag and have them write what this object is used for using their imaginations.  This descriptive essay has to be made up example: if the object is still a lemon squeezer students would have to descriptively write an essay in what this object is used for and how it is vital for everyone to posses one of these objects.  Before the writing assignment is assigned I would write a short passage about the lemon squeezer and use it as an example.  This writing assignment should be no longer than 2 pages hand written and may include pictures.  
Learning Objectives: 

· Students will be able to practice using describing words in their writing.  
· Students will be able to write a short descriptive essay.  

· Students will be able to describe an object without having to see it.  

· Students will be able to exercise peer editing with their classmates.  

· Students will be given the opportunity to read their final product with the class.  

This lesson emerges with my teaching philosophy because it connects real life material with school.  The objects used for the writing assignment will be objects found around the house.  If students don’t know what some of these objects are then they can come up with an idea of what they are used for and at the end of the lesson students will learn what they are.  An authentic activity involves connection with real-world situation.  Students will enjoy this lesson because it’s fun and mysterious.  

In my assignment I will be evaluating on content, detail, organization and imagination.  There will be a day where it is devoted to peer-edit the assignment with a group exchanging essay and offering critiques and suggestion.  Students will be given the opportunity to edit their work and share their final product with the class.  Students should know that this assignment is to be fun and imaginative and that should reflect in their work.
