What is this course about? Regional Collaboration & Tribal Partnerships
Workshop is the second in a two part series of courses designed to establish
and expand homeland security regionalization through the building of both tribal
and non-tribal partnerships and collaboration in regions across the United States.
In this course, participants will thoroughly investigate a successful regionalization
