SECTION THREE: PORTFOLIO PROBLEMS

· Should contain completed portfolio problems corresponding to all labs assigned prior to the exam.

SECTION FOUR: JOURNAL READINGS & BOOK REPORT

· Should contain completed journal reflections & the book report assigned prior to the exam.

SECTION FIVE: EXAMS

Should contain previous, graded, exams.

SECTION SIX: CLASS & NOTEBOOK ASSESSMENT

Should contain checked of Notebook Assessment forms

SECTION SEVEN: FINAL PRESENTATION

Should contain final presentation course materials

SECTION EIGHT: MANIPULATIVES & HANDOUTS

Should contain resource course materials
