From the syllabus: 

“The aim of this course is to examine the evolution of civilization from its origins in the valleys of the Tigris and Euphrates in the third millennium BC, to the rise of Christianity. In view of the vast expanse of history to be covered by the course we will not be attempting an all-embracing overview, rather we will examine a variety of social and political themes that have shaped the culture of the western world.”

In three weeks we have covered:

Palaeolithic Art (Western Civilization pages 5-8)

The Rise of Civilization (Western Civilization pages 8-17 and Code of Hammurabi from Sources pages 9-12)
And


The Gift of the Nile (Western Civilization pages 17-23 and Hymn to the Pharoahs; Guidelines for the Ruler Sources pages 13-15; and Hymn to Aton pages 15 – 17)

Palaeolithic Age (“Old Stone Age”) – Our Paleolithic ancestors lived as hunters and food gatherers. No farms, no permanent villages. Used simple bone, wood, and stone. Art on the walls of caves, along with artifacts such as the Venus of Willendorf.
Neolithic Age (“New Stone Age”) – Farming is discovered, villages, polished stone tools, pottery, woven cloth. Neolithic revolution began with farming, but included the beginning of luxury. In Be’dha 50 unused flint arrows were found indicating a commercial town. Also Lapiz Lazuli imported from the north, and coral imported from the south (Mediterranean), as well as a central town storage facility (for grain). Enough shelters in Be’dha for 40-50 people. Be’dha’s closest neighbor was . . . 
Jericho 9000 BC – 7000 BC a monumental city wall was found in Jericho (50 miles from Jerusalem), 13 ft high, 10 ft thick, with 26 ft high circular towers. This kind of structure requires a lot of organization. A change from circular houses to rectangular houses happened about here. Paintings on the inside of houses are be
