Course Description and Objectives:

This is an introduction to painting and study of the principles/elements of design.  This course is meant to refine draftsmanship skills and art knowledge in the painterly application of oil painting.  This session will consist of weekly sketchbook Activities, a personal journal, and a dedication of 2 hours of studio work time per a week (Picasso produced 178 sketch books in his lifetime.) 

Expectations:

1) You are expected to keep up a journal sketchbook at the end of a painting session, dated, or during the process of creation.  You should discuss:


· What you are working on project wise (Methods/types of marks/tools/physical compositional elements

· Problems you are dealing with in your artwork

· Feelings about what you did that day (frustration, feeling of accomplishment, elation for finishing, etc.)

· Goals/ plans for next session (You do not need to discuss each of these in every entry.  Write informal, relaxed but legible.)

2) You should keep all work in a traveling portfolio or folder type.  All Sketches should be kept together in your journal.  

3) Feel free to write when ever an idea comes up.   Sketch for fun.  Try to sketch once a day

4) In addition to the 2 hour studio time required, you are expected to work two hours per week outside of studio time (total of 4 hours a week)  

Supply list:

· Oil Paints: Alizarin Crimson, Cadmium Red Med., Cadmium Yellow Light, Yellow Ochre, Sap Green, Ultramarine Blue, Burnt Sienna, Raw Umber, Titanium White

· Optional Colors: Cobalt, Viridian, Cobalt Violet, Cerulean Blue, Indian Red

· Assorted Brushes: at least one small round brush (#2), one medium (#6 or #8), and one large flat (#10 or #12)

· Palette with Knife for mixing

· Liquin painting medium or Linseed oil

· Sketchbook: any size at least 8x10

· Drawing pencils: HB, 1H, or charcoal 

· Metal containers for liquin or mediums

· Apron (optional)

· Cotton Rags (old shirts work great)

· Box or container to hold all materials
